These blessings can be divided into two
groups. We have temporal blessings and we have blessings that are eternal.

I. In Christ, WE HAVE HELP FOR DAILY LIVING:

Heb 4:16, “Therefore let us come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find
grace to help in time of need.”

Heb 13:6, “The LORD is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to me?"

Psalm 50:15, “Call upon Me in the day of trouble; | will deliver you, and you shall glorify Me."
Psalm 54:4, “Behold God is my helper, the Lord is the one who sustains me.”

Il. In Christ, WE HAVE PROVISION FOR OUR NEEDS:

In Matt 6:25 Jesus said, “Don’t worry about your life. Don’t worry about food and clothing because
God knows your needs.”

God will provide when it comes to giving. 11 Cor 9:6-8 says, “God loves a cheerful giver and God
is able to bless you abundantly.”

1. In Christ, WE HAVE CONFIDENCE:

1 John 4:16, “We have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he who
abides in love abides in God, and God in him. Love has been perfected among us in this: that we

#5. In Christ, we have an inheritance (Vs 11).

#6. In Christ we are sealed with the Holy Spirit (vs. 13-14).
